Dear Colleague,

The International Society of Nephrology – Renal Disaster Relief Task Force (ISN-RDRTF) provides voluntary assistance in the event of disasters causing an excess of acute kidney injury or need for dialysis.

We are looking to update our register of local people who may be called upon at short notice in the event of such a disaster. Whilst these events are uncommon it is important to update records every couple of years. The oversight is provided by the ISN-RDRTF through Médecins Sans Frontières (MSF) with global coordination by Professor Raymond Vanholder in Gent, Belgium. 

Volunteers should have expertise that could contribute including renal physicians, dialysis nurses or intensive care physicians. Members of the program need to be prepared to attend disasters with a few days of warning.  Dialysis machines are provided centrally, whereas members usually arrange to take some consumables from local sources (with full reimbursement from MSF).
