	NOMINATION AT BRANCH LEVEL

Each Branch will nominate one person for the RSA Award. The RSA board will only accept one nominee from each branch.
Call for nominations should commence at least three months prior to the RSA Annual Conference.

Nominations are to be completed on the RSA Award Nomination form below. 
The nominee must be approached by the branch prior to nomination submission for permission for nomination and to provide a current Curriculum Vitae (CV). Nominations will not be accepted unless a CV accompanies the nomination.

The Branch committee is responsible for reviewing and nominating the branch RSA Federal Award nominee.
